Installing the timer Connecting the valves

Select the location

A. For the LB0104F and L50106F choase an indgor
location near a standard 120-volt dua! electrical outlet.
{250-volt outlet for 50 Hz international units.}

CAUTION: Don't place the timer where tem-
peraturas may gxceed 130° Fahrenheit (55°
Centigrade], on a circuit controfled by a swiich,
or on the same circuit as a high pawer user
frefrigerator, air conditioner, etc.). Malfunctions
may resuft.

B. If your timer must be mounted a greater distance
from the outlet, replace the power cord attached to the
transformer with a similar electrical cord {available from
hardware and electrical supply stores).

The skip-a-day dial lets you choose how to program the
days on which your timer will water, Use the pre-
installed six-day dial to water at day intervals {e.g. every
2nd or 3rd day). Use the 7-day dial supplied in your
accessory pack to water on specific days {e.g. Monday,
Wednesday, Saturday).

A. Install the appropriate skip-a-day dial, using the
serew provided. Use the six-spoke dial for interval
programs, or the sever-spoke dial for days of the week.

Set the start time

The tripper gear lets you set your timer to begin watering
at the time of day you desire every hour on the half hour.
if more than one watering cycle per day is desired, you
can add additional gears {up 1o five) to set up to six start
times a day. Simply fasten the tripper gear to the time
dial beneath the three hours that run clackwise from the
desired start time,

IMPORTANT: if only one start time per day is
desired, install tripper gear with post on its
underside. if multiple start times are desfred, tripper
gear with post must be installed as the fast start
ttime of the day, since it will tumn the skip-a-day dial
advancing your schedufe [ the next day.

NOTE: The tripper gear requiras three hours to
eyele through alf four 45-minute Zones on the
LOD104F and all six 30-minute Zones on the
L50106F, regardiass of the actual run times
you've set or iow many Zones are in use.

Sefting additional start times

To set up to five more watering start times, instalt
additional tnpper gears, available from Lawn Genie
Customer Service, Carson City, Nevada 83702-1170.
You must allow one hour between the end of one water-
ing period and the beginning of the next {four hours
between start times.

Setting the run times

St automatic run times

You can set each Zone with its own specific ren time
—from 5 to 45 minutes on the L50104P and from 510 30
minutes on the L50106P.

A_ Place shide switch in OFF positicn. Rotate Zone
selector knob untif run time selector is visible. lnsert dime
or screwdriver into slot in run time selector and tum to
align arrow with required run time. (Run times are
approximate and may vary by up 1o + or — 4 minutes.)

B. After setting ail desired Zones, rotate Zone selector
knab until it clicks into position with index arrow pointing
directiy at time dial. Move slide switch to AUTOMATIC
positian.

NOTE: Regardiess of the specific watering run
time you select for a Zone, your timer wilf wait
the maximum run time sefting possible before
watering will begin irt the next consecutive Zong.
For example if you select a run time of 15 minutes
for Zone 1, vour L50104F timer will wart 30 min-
ules fyour LSO106P 15 minutes) before waterny
will begin in Zone 2.

A. For system shutdown in case of rain or other reasons,
move switch to OFF. This tums off power to valves while
clock continues 10 keep time.

B. For manual operation, first move switch to OFF. Rotate
Zone setector knob until desired Zone aligns with dot on
chassis, then move switch to MANLAL. The Zone will
water and indicator light will remain on as long as timer
is in manyal mode. You must shut off watering manually
by resetting the selector knob to another Zone or swilch-
ing to OFF or Automatic positions.

NOTE: After manual operation, always turn Zone
selector knob so index arrow points directly at

Installing a pump-start relay Watering considerations ;

To connect your timer to a well pump or

master valve:
LSB104P if your water doesn’t come from the pipes of 3 standard
Tt public water supply, you may be using an electrically
[=T=-Y=Y¢ operated master valve, or a pump to draw directly from a

well, pond, or similar source. In these cases, you'll need to
make the following wiring connections so your sprinkler
timer can activate the valve or pump.

A. Bring two wires up through the same hole in the
timer cabinet used for the vaive wiring.

B. Connect one wire to the terminal marked Pump.

C. Connect the second wire to the unused terminal
marked COMM an the L50104P. or to the COMM terminal

shared with the valve common wire on the LS0106F
D. For master valve installations, connect both wires

to @ master vaive rated at 24 VAC and a current no greater

than 9 VA, as in A through C above.

E. For pump start relay installations, connect the two
wires to an auxiliary relay with a coil rated at 24 VAC and a
current no greater than 9 VA, Then wire the relay’s contact

to supply voltage to the pump’s contactor. A qualified
electrician can make these conaections for you. For best
results, use Lawn Genie's L30D0OW Pump Starter to
control a pump up 10 2 HP at 240 volts.

If pussible, schedule watering cyctes in the early morming,
when water pressure is at its highest. This allows ample
time for water to soak in while evaporation and wind drift
are low. Evening watering can leave foliage damp for too
iang, leading to mildew under seme circumstarices.

Ask your focal nursery or garden center for a scheduie
svited to the special weather and soil conditions in
your area.

Turning off the system

To prevent automatic watering ifor example, if rain is
expected), move slide switch to OFF pasition. This tumns
off power to the valves but permits clock to continue
running.
